     The Beijing-Shanghai High-Speed Railway, also known as the Jinghu High-Speed Railway is a 1,318 km long high-speed railway that runs between Beijing and Shanghai, stopping at 21 stations along the way. The building of this railway began on April 18, 2008; it will start operation in summer 2011, one year ahead of the original plan. Once in operation, its train will surpass the trains of the Wuhan-Guangzhou line, which are the world’s fastest, opening in December 2009. Two of England’s top universities are thought to increase tuition fees to the highest level allowed by new laws. Both Oxford and Cambridge said that charging the highest for all subjects from 2012 was the only way of keeping academic excellence. 

The cost of a top education in England is possibly to rise greatly. The British government chose to allow universities to increase tuition fees to $9,500 a year. Surprisingly, both of England’s most famous universities have already pointed out that they will charge this top rate. They both said they will charge poorer students less in some ways. However, some students said talented young people could still stop applying, to keep away from being overwhelmed by debt. They are afraid that social elitism will replace academic excellence.
