No Trace of Malaysian Airliner

A Malaysia Airline’s “jet” on its way to Beijing went missing on Saturday with 227 passengers and 12
crew members on board. After three days of searching, there were still no signs of the plane. Search teams from
10 countries looked for any clue of the missing jet. The news reported some false information, but so far “they”
found no debris. People want to know where the missing aircraft is. No signals were received from the flight
crew before it went missing; however, the news said two of the passengers on board used stolen passports. In
addition, five passengers did not board the plane.
